A vigorous creeping plant which is great as a 

lawn replacement. Best in full sun with adequate moisture.

Forms a light green carpet.  It can take coastal conditions,  and is very hardy.  It 

has small yellow flowers. Prefers full-sun.

Makes a great lawn 

replacement.  Requires good drainage and moist soil.

Canterbury Mat forming and creeping plant. Frost hardy. Prefers sun or semi-shade with 

moist soil.

Found in damp places in the sun this plant forms a mat that covers itself in 

flowers that are white with a purple and yellow throat in Nov - Mar.

Attracts the copper butterfly. A groundcover/climber. Full sun, hardy. Tolerant 

of dry conditions. H15c W1m

Canterbury A sprawling coastal shrub that grows into a tangled mass of brown wiry stems 

with small round leaves.  A vigorous and tough plant.

A creeping matt forming plant.  Vigorous plant, sun or shade. Profusions of white 

flowers.

Prefers well drained soil and shade. Frost sensitive.  It has masses of white 

flowers spotted with purple on long slender stalks from Oct to Feb.

Canterbury A low growing, wide spreading groundcover. Great lawn replacement. Prefers 

full or partial shade. Likes well drained soil.

NZ Viola. Small creeping perennial herb with green heart shaped leaves. Prefers 

partial shade and moist soil. White flowers from Oct to Jan.

Canterbury A creeping plant that forms large mats. Leaves are lush green to bronzy green 

and are covered with creamy white flowers from Dec - Mar. 

 It forms low moss like mounds of tightly packed tiny leaves and has minute 

greenish flowers. Prefers full sun and well drained soil.

This species is very similar to Scl. biflorus but has a tighter habit. Low growing 

and mound forming. Full sun. 

A low growing perenial 1-2 cm high, with white-blue flowers Nov-Feb.  Likes a 

sunny site with adequate moisture and good drainage.

Sun, deep moist soil .Yellowish flower Nov to Jan. Effective foliage, 

spikey. Found locally.

Prefers semi-shade and moist soil. Very adaptable White flowers nov to jan. 

Winter dormant. Grows 10-15cm and is spreading via rhizomes.

Reddish bronze leaves which turn a rich claret in winter. Ideal for rockeries, mass 

plantings or containers. Prefers full sun. 75x75cm.

Striking silver foliage, growing to 1.5m tall with a width of 1m +. The  fruit is 

highly attractive for birds, appears Feb to Jun and are bright orange.

Canterbury Thrives in semi-shaded sites, ideal for under-planting. The fruit is highly 

attractive to birds and are strongly honey scented appearing Dec - May.

NZ Blueberry. Small white flowers Nov-Dec, pale blue-purple berries Feb and 

Mar. Prefers full sun or partial shade, well drained and exposed sites.

Our own reddish form of Lib. ixioides. Clump forming to 50cm tall, white flowers 

from Oct-Dec. Very hardy and will grow in all conditions.

A creeping plant. Hardy to dry, exposed sites. Prefers full sun. White flowers 

from Oct to Jan. Bright orange leaves in optimal conditions.

A bold striking flax with blue-black foliage. Hardy and grows in most conditions. 

1.5 x 1m.

NZ Iris. Very similar to Libertia ixioides but spreads through rhizomes. Hardy to 

sun or semi shade.  Will tolerate drier sites.

NZ Iris. A clump forming plant reaching 50cm tall. Clusters of white flowers from 

Oct - Nov. 

Canterbury Nz Iris. Clump forming to 50cm tall, white flowers from Oct-Dec. Very hardy and 

will grow in all conditions. It is an ideal pot plant.

A small growing native flax, with distinctive curled ends to its bronze leaves. 

Compact and hardy flax. 40 x 40cm.

Dwarf flax with emerald green leaves. Hardy and wind resistant. Tolerates all soil 

types and positions. 60cm+

Beautiful glossy bright red leaves with green margins. Great for a structured 

look. Hardy and tolerates all conditions. 75cm x 75cm.

Copper coloured flax.  Easy to grow plant for low maintenance gardens. Ideal for 

coastal areas. Grows best in moist soil. 75 cm x 75 cm.

Dwarf flax. Yellowish to orange flowers from Nov to Dec. Attracts Tui and 

Bellbirds. Likes sun or semi-shade. Tolerates dry or moist soils.

Deep purplish bronze leaves becoming darker with age. Great contrast plant 

along with lighter leaf colours. Hardy. Height 1m.

Small flax with bronze edges. Hardy and tolerates full sun, shade and coastal 

conditions.

Canterbury Flax. Growing to 1-3m high, flowers Nov to Jan. Tolerates all conditions. Attracts 

Tui and Bellbird.

Canterbury Windgrass. Prefers semi-shade, and moist conditions. Orange, green and red 

hued leaves. Grows to 1m x 1m.

A tufted sedge with pale blue leaves. Grows to 45cm tall. Prefers full sun and 

well drained soil. Tolerates dry conditions.

Canterbury A densely tufted grass growing to 60cm. Distinctive reddish brown leaves. 

Prefers moist soil and semi-shade. Tolerates full sun, dry or exposed sites.

A very hardy grass that thrives anywhere. The leaves range from a greyish brown 

to a reddish yellow-green. Grows to 40cm high

Canterbury Oi Oi also known as jointed rush. A dry tolerant coastal and salt marsh plant. 

Spreading via rhizome. Full sun or shade, dry or moist soils.

Canterbury Toi toi. Tolerates sun or shade, dry or moist soils. Flower plumes from  Dec - Jan. 

Attracts birds. Fast growing to 3m+

A grass that forms clumps up to 60cm tall.  Great coastal plant that requires well 

drained sites. Prefers full sun.

Canterbury Can grow from 50cm to 1.3m high. Attractive flower spikes in November to 

February. Hardy to frost and tolerant of wind. 

A plant growing to 60cm tall that is found in marshes or sandy tidal river banks. 

Erect habit, leaves pale green to red.

Canterbury A good plant for environmental plantings as it is uncommon. Grows to 50cm tall. 

Tolerates dry sites and heavy frost. Full sun or shade.

As with the C. comans this grass thrives nearly anywhere. The foliage tends to 

green in appearance with white (frosted) curling tips. 50cm high.

A densely tufted light green sedge growing 30-75 cm tall with a similar habit to 

C.flagellifera. Occurs on the margins of swamps.

Canterbury A lovely sedge found in damp ground in the open or along forest margins. 

Excellent colour all year round. Easy care. Grows to 1m+

Canterbury A sedge that grows in swampy areas. It grows to 90cm tall and grows best in 

damp soils whether sunny or shaded.

A red grass with very dark narrow leaves reaching 35 cm tall. Frost hardy, and 

tolerates exposed sites.

Canterbury Effective foliage. Ideal waterside sedge. Fast growing. Flower panicles up to 1m 

dec to jan. Grows to 1.5 by 1.5m

Canterbury A plant that prefers moist sites in semi-shade to full shade. It grows up-to 50cm 

high. Will tolerate all conditions.

Canterbury A hardy tussock found in dry sites. Grows to 1m tall.  Hardy to frosts. Prefers full 

sun and tolerates dry sites.

Red tussock. An excellent landscaping tussock that suits dry or wet areas.  It is 

very effective grown in groups or mass plantings. Grows to 1.5m+

Canterbury Great for planting in wet areas or alongside waterways or ponds.Grows to 1m 

tall with flower heads reaching 1.2m with a dark brown appearance.

Canterbury Robust, densely tufted species of sedge that grows to about 40 cm tall. Although 

depending on conditions, it may grow taller.

Snow tussock. Best grown in a slightly moist site in full sun to semi-shade. The 

plant grows to 1m but the flower plumes can get to 1.8m long.

Miniature Toe-Toe. Popular landscaping tussock. Grows to 1m over time. Prefers 

full sun but tolerates some shade. Well drained soil.

Canterbury Pingao. Sedge best grown in full sun in sandy conditions. Found naturally along 

our coast line binding the dune system. Grows to 90cm high.

A grass that grows in clumps from 45-90cm tall. Found in wet grassland and 

scrub throughout NZ. Prefers moist soil in sun or light shade.

Canterbury A rush growing up to 2m tall. Naturally found in damp pasture, wet hollows and 

lake margins.

Canterbury A small upright growing blue-green tusscock reaching 30-50cm in height. It is 

tolerant of quite dry, exposed sites. Easily divided.

Canterbury A hardy erect tussock that grows to 70cm high.  It is ideal in rock gardens and 

grows in full sun or semi-shade, dry, moist and exposed sites.

Canterbury An uncommon rush that grows in stiffly erect clumps upto 1m tall.  It prefers 

moist conditions and grows naturally around the estuary.

Canterbury A rush forming large clumps up to 2m tall this plant thrives in any reasonably 

moist soil and does well in quite wet spots. 

Hardy low alpine plant best in well drained gritty-stony sites. 10cm high and 

forms little tufts.  Prefers sun or semi-shade and exposed sites.

Broadleaf-sedge. grass like plant with thick drooping leaves. Grows well in sun or 

semi-shade, moist well drained soil. Tolerates dry conditions.

Canterbury A tall rush like plant 1.5m high or more. Used for environmental planting, but 

may be grown in wet soils or around the edge of a large pond. 

Canterbury The raupo is found abundantly in marshy places in lowland regions throughout 

N.Z. A vigorous deciduous plant growing 2-3m tall. Invasive.

daisy like flowers. Semi deciduous. Prefers semi-shade.

NZ Broom. Sun or semi-shade, dry or moist. Creamy white flowers from Oct to 

Dec. A rare and endangered plant. Bears leaves spring to summer.

A leafless scrambler with stems that grow up to 3m long and are stiff, wiry and 

grooved. Yellow scented flowers from October to November.

Scented purple flowers. It is best described as a trailing or climbing plant to 2m. 

Prefers semi-shade, and well drained soil.

Canterbury Flowers late spring to early summer.  Scrambling and best suited to well drained 

semi-shaded sites planted at the base of other trees.

Small white flowers Dec - April. You find this endangered plant growing on river 

edges, terrace faces and the gorges of the Waimakariri Basin.

A hardy climber with white/green flowers. Will handle coastal conditions. Prefers 

a cool root run.

The most vigorous of the native Clematis but difficult to establish. Masses of 

white flowers & feathery seed heads. Requires a cool root run.

A cultivar between Clematis paniculata and C. forsterii. Requires a cool root run. 

Semi-shade

Canterbury Scented greenish white flowers Nov to Dec. Needs a cool root run and any 

reasonable soil.

Canterbury A clinging climber with small clusters of white flowers. It likes a cool or shaded 

root run but will grow in a moist well drained site with sun/shade.

When grown in an open situation, 

silver beech forms handsome spreading dome shaped canopy.

A low growing shrub found throughout NZ in lowland shrub, forest and rocky 

places. Small white flowers followed by white, pink or red berries.

Canterbury Manuka. A very hardy plant to 4m. White flowers quite often with a pink center. 

It prefers an open situation in full sun with good drainage. 

Canterbury Soft mingimingi. A slow growing shrub or small tree up to 5m. Prefers a dry spot 

in sun or semi-shade. Small flowers then red berries in autumn.

Small-leaved milk tree or tūrepo. A divaricating but erect shrub reaching 2m. It 

prefers a dry situation but will grow nearly anywhere. 

Hardy shrub  to 2-3m tall. It is naturally a coastal plant and will withstand 

exposed, dry, full sun and frosts.

Canterbury Mahoe or whitey wood.  Best suited for a large garden or as a shade tree. Grows 

to 6m tall and does best in a sheltered situation.

Kawakawa.  A frost tender plant that grows from 2-6m depending on site and 

conditions. Prefers shade and semi moist soil.

Canterbury Poataniwha or tataka. Grows up to 5m tall. The flowers attract insects. Tolerates 

most conditions. Branches interlacing.

Canterbury Porcupine scrub. Low rigid shrub grows 50cm x 1m.  It has interlacing branches 

and few leaves. It has tiny white bell shaped flowers.

Pohutukawa. A tree up to 20m in heigh and produces crimson to brilliant red 

flowers during December through to January.

Canterbury A small, very slow growing tree 3 - 6m high. It produces blood red flowers Nov to 

March. It will grow in most well drained soils.

Canterbury Ngaio. Tree growing 4-6m high. Young plants are frost tender. Best in fairly good 

soil,  but grows in poor dry soils. White flowers Oct to Jan.

Canterbury Māpou or red matipo. Hardy, fast growing tree up to 7m tall. Thrives in almost 

any soil and site. Similar in appearance to Pittosporums.

Canterbury Weeping matipo. Prefers a good soil but is very hardy. Unusual weeping habit. 

Berries ripen Aug - May.

A shrub growing 1-2.5m tall with tangled wiry stems and small heart shaped dark 

green leaves. Very hardy, able to  tolerate quite dry soil.

Shrub  4m x 2m. Produces creamy-white flowers Oct to Jan. Prefers a sunny site, 

tolerant of exposure to wind and coastal exposure. 

Canterbury Vanilla scented tree daisy. Grows to 6m tall. Prefers full sunand tolerates dry 

conditions. Can be pruned to maintain shape. 

Great hedging shrub with highly scented flowers. Likes an annual prune. Grows 

1.5m to 2.5m. Prefers full sun and well-drained soil.

Prostrate or rambling plant to 30 cm. It flowers in October through to February. 

Plant in a well drained soil, in sun or partial shade. 

Rohutu. Slow growing shrub or small tree, 2-3m. Tiny white flowers in Summer, 

followed by orange-red berries which attract birds. 

Canterbury Small-leaved tree daisy. A critically endangered shrub upto 3 m high. Grows only 

in dry sights. 

Canterbury Grows to about 3m. Tiny yellowish green and fragrant flowerheads spring to 

early summer. Withstands dry conditions and tolerates strong winds.

Hakeke or Mountain holly. Produces musk scented white flowers from Dec to 

Jan. The mountain holly requires a cool moist situation.

White daisy flowers from Dec-Jan. Needs adequate moisture & good drainage. 

Does well if in light shade. Uncommon. 1.5m

Shrub 1.8-3m tall, drought resistant, useful as a low growing hedge. Plant in a 

well drained, sunny position. Withstands heavy frosts.

Neat shrub with boat shaped leaves and a erect habit up to1.2m. White flowers 

with a yellow centre from November to January. Hardy.

A shrub with very narrow leaves and slender drooping branches. It grows 

between 1.8 and 4.6m tall. Hardy and tolerates coastal conditions.

A tree growing 1.5 to 6m tall that produces white flowers with a yellow centre 

during October though to January. Growing well in shady spots.

A compact shrub grows to 1.5m. Foliage is yellowish green colour with white 

flowers. It is useful and attractive as a low hedge. Full sun.

A shrub growing up to 1.2m high, that produces white flowers December 

through to January. Good for dry and partially shaded situations.

Canterbury Akiraho. Tree grows to about 4.6m tall. Produces very fragrant creamy white 

flowers during Autumn. Prefers full sun and well-drained soil.

A fairly rapid growing shrub that grows to 4.6m tall. During Jan and Feb it 

produces small white, vanilla scented flowers. Requires pruning

A deciduous shrub to 4m. Profusions of scented flowers in summer. Hardy. 

Prunes well. Prefers full sun and well-drained soil.

Mountain cottonwood. A shrub growing 1-3m high and 1m wide, found in drier 

areas. Produces clusters of white flowers.

Canterbury Kaikomako. A round-headed tree of up to 10m tall. It will produce clusters of 

waxy white, fragrant flowers during late Spring. Prefers moist soil.

A small divaricating shrub growing to 1m. Small fragrant yellowish flowers. 

Grows in sun or semi shade and prefers a well drained soil.

Chatham Island akeake. A small tree to 10 m high. It is extremely hardy, 

tolerates most conditons. Scented flowers in summer.

Cottonwood. A fast growing silver coloured shrub, clusters of creamy flower 

heads in summer. Prefers full sun and tolerates dry conditions.

Canterbury Tauhinu or golden cottonwood. A golden coloured shrub growing 60 cm to 1.8m 

tall. It produces creamy coloured flowers.

The mountain or snow tōtara. Small gorwing totara to 1m high, can be upright 

and/or prostrate. Great in rock gardens. 

Canterbury Tōtara. In the forest the Totara can reach 30m, but under cultivation it grows to 

about 5-10m.

Canterbury Tarata or Lemonwood. Quick-gorwing to 6-10m. Its' foliage is lemon scented 

(when crushed). Can be hedged. Tolerates most conditions.

Canterbury  Kōhūhū or black matipo. A tree growing 4-6m high.  It produces sweet, fragrant, 

bright purple flowers Oct - Nov. Popular hedging plant.

Makaka or swamp ribbonwood. A dense twiggy shrub growing to 2m. Small 

scented flowers. Tolerates of salt water and wet sites.

Canterbury Manatu or ribbonwood. A fast growing tree 5-10m. White flowers in summer. 

Semi-deciduous. Column like trunk and adult form. 

Needle-leaved totara. A small tree growing 4-5m, with sharp needle like foliage 

that is yellow-green. Drought tolerant.

Canterbury

The bright green leaves are very small and narrow with a wrinkled surface. It 

grows about 1m tall. Blush-pink flowers in summer.

Canterbury Twiggy shrub growing 1-2m tall, covered in small white flowers in spring and 

summer. Prefers semi shade, tolerates dry conditions.

Coastal kowhai. It becomes a moderate to large tree up to 10m tall with one 

main trunk. Plant in full sun or semi shade.

Canterbury Kowhai. A tree growing into a tree 3-7m with a tangled juvenile form. Prefers full 

sun, tolerates most conditions. Iconic NZ tree.

Found in lowland places from Marlborough to Canterbury, the prostrate kowhai 

forms a close mound with tangly branches.

Canterbury Horopito. n the garden it grows to a bushy shrub of 2-3m. Has colourful red, 

orange and green leaves. Grows in sun or semi shade.

A shrub growing up to 2m high. Prefers full sun or semi shade. Tiny green or 

fawn flowers in Jan and Feb, fruiting during Feb and Apr.

Canterbury Kareao or supplejack. A mass of thick black twining stems that can create a 

tangled thicket in the bush. Prefers shade and rich soil.

This kowhai is found naturally in the North Island. Plant in sun or shade. Frost 

hardy, will tolerate exposure to sun.

Canterbury Whauwhaupaku or five-finger. Grows into a well branched rounded tree of 

between 3-6m high. Small purple berries are attractive to birds.

Canterbury Horoeka or lancewood. Eventually will develop into a round headed tree of 

about 5m. Sun or shade, dry or moist. Coastal tolerant.

Fierce lancewood. Eventually will develop into a round headed tree of about 5m. 

Sun or shade, dry or moist. Coastal tolerant.

Miro. Slow growing and usually reaches 5-10m in cultivation. Plant in a good 

moist soil in semi shade.

Canterbury Matai. The juvenile form has drooping tangled branches with an orange hue and 

silvery foliage. Matai will tolerate drier soils than miro.
